Through 
color the austerity of the season is defined. Violet (purple) is 
for PENANCE and HUMILITY and is used to create a quiet 
space to draw us into silence and prayer to remind us of the 
need to repent. The sobriety and starkness leads us to rejoicing 
as we are moved to let go of sin and renew our baptism. As 
lent comes to a close the colors give way to red, white and 
gold.
